Upcoming MMCA Board of Directors Elections

The MMCA Board of Directors will have 5 openings in this fall’s upcoming elections. The Board meets monthly to help make oversight decisions for the school, and Directors serve two-year terms.

There are three ways you can be involved in this election:

1. Nominate yourself or someone else as a candidate. Board members do NOT need to have a mastery of the Education Code, or Public School Finance. Persons from a variety of backgrounds (financial/fundraising, marketing, academic, etc.) ensure a dynamic and well vented discussion of issues within the Board. Candidates’ packets with detailed information about the requirements of serving on the Board and election how-tos will be available in the office starting next Friday, October 21, and applications must be turned in by Nov. 4.

2. Attend a Candidate Information night on November 28. This will be an opportunity for you to meet the candidates and hear their thoughts on issues facing our school. (Details on this event to follow.)

3. Vote in the election! Parents and legal guardians of MMCA preschool-8th grade students are eligible to vote, with a maximum of one vote per adult (no matter how many students in the family) and two voters per student. This rule is intended to allow families with two households to have one vote per household, and families with a single household to have the same “weight” in the election.

Voting will be conducted via email, so please make sure your family has TWO email addresses on file with the office for election purposes. If you don’t use email or use only one email address per family, you can pick up paper ballots in the office instead so your family receives its two votes.

Email ballots will be sent out via SurveyMonkey on or around November 10, and paper ballots will be available in the office around the same time. Voting will close on December 9.

The children are enjoying Spanish lessons.  Mrs. Martinez and Mrs. Goughnour come in on Wednesday mornings from 9:15 to 9:45.  The children have been learning introductions, numbers, and names of classroom materials.  Cultural Day is Monday, October 31st.   In the past, our children have come dressed as Albert Einstein, Maria Montessori, Amelia Earhart, Walt Disney, Henry Ford, and Thomas Edison as well as other notable Inventors and Innovators.  The children are very enthusiastic about dressing up and sharing information about their character on Cultural Day.  It is always fun to see how much they know and learn about Innovators and Inventors!

In November, we will study the life cycle of amaryllis plants.  We will plant the bulbs and then watch as the leaves and stems grow.  Every day we will measure and chart their growth.  The children love this study.  One year the amaryllis grew 21 inches and then blossomed into a beautiful flower.  

The salmon eggs arrive Tuesday, November 8th.   We will study their lifecycle and then release them into the American River when they are ready. Happy Fall!  The weather is cooling, the leaves are beginning to turn, and your students have settled in to the routine of school.  It’s a wonderful time of year!
 
September was a great month for us.  In addition to our regular classwork, we completed our first monthly project.  We had some outstanding (even yummy!) models of plant and animal cells along with some excellent presentations from our seventh graders. The eighth graders shared some enormous and beautiful solar system models.  Some models attempted scale by size of planets and others attempted scale by distance.  We learned that if you tried to do both, your smallest planet would be 1mm and your solar system model would be 3 miles long!  These projects were truly spectacular and creative!  The October project is Cultural Day and we have already sent home the directions for that!  Please check your email or our website under the projects tab and have fun!
 
The day we have been training for is upon us.  The mock disaster is November 10th.  We will need volunteers on November 9th from 3:30-4:30 to make the MPR and the 4th-8th wing look as though a disaster has struck.  Volunteers are also needed on Wednesday morning to help do makeup for our victims and place them properly according to their injuries.  We will accept parent volunteers from all classrooms for this project!  Please make sure that your student is here by 8:30AM to prepare their equipment and share in the pre-briefing.  If you have younger students who are victims, it would be helpful if they were here at 8:10AM to get through the make-up process.  Please have students wear jeans and tennis shoes or hiking boots for this activity!

 October
The children have been learning new songs, friendship activities and bean bag dances and games. We have also been learning about our planet Earth and our star the Sun . They have discovered that our planet has seven continents and five oceans with activities and maps. The weekly cooking projects have been very tasty with the guidance from our master chefs volunteers: Kim Cochran (Kale’s mom), Mrs. Sheeders (Brayden’s mom), Kate Gilliland (Reilly’s mom) and Jeanny Khuu (Anderson’s mom). YUM!!!

In October, The Children’s House has studied the parts of a pumpkin, mammals (bats) and skeletons.  The children enjoyed creating an Earthworm puppet and are studying the life cycle of Earthworms. We have also been learning about the Fall Season while creating a winter garden. In botany we are currently studying the parts of the plant. We are starting our winter garden, where we planted green beans, carrots, broccoli, snap peas, lettuce, and snap dragons. Very soon we will be focusing on different root systems and how they are used by the plant to drink water, absorb minerals and store food for energy. 

The children are learning the basic concepts of mathematics in two ways. First by using a variety of concrete manipulates and then by recording the abstract method through documentation. Working with this equipment gives the child an opportunity to discover many mathematical facts.
